(Publishers donate at least 75 copies of each book for the signings, which will follow the lunch.)

NIGHTCAPPER AUTOGRAPHING PARTY
This first night party (Thursday, October 7, 8:30 – 10:00 pm) features an eclectic group of 20 authors meeting the

booksellers and librarians and signing copies of their new books in a lively reception. Desserts and coffee will be served.
(Publishers donate 75-100 copies of each book for these signings)

AUTOGRAPHINGS
(Publishers donate at least 50 copies of each book for the signings, on Saturday, October 9.)

WE MUST RECEIVE YOUR PROPOSALS AND BOOKS BY FRIDAY, JUNE 25th.
The list of proposed authors will be submitted to PNBA’s Selection Committee, which will supply a priortized list to PNBA staff by
July 9th. PNBA staff will begin sending invitations for authors on Monday, July 12th. If there is a day that your author is NOT
available, please include this information with your materials. You must provide a contact email address with each proposal.

We expect more than 350 booksellers from more than 110 Northwest stores, and up to 100 librarians from as many as fifty
libraries, to attend this fall’s show. Send books or ARCs, along with your proposals, author bios, and reviews to PNBA at the
address below.
